
ashuganj. Bangladesh is a coun-
try that depends strongly on ag-
riculture. About 70% of the land 
is used for agriculture, and about 
40% of the population is employed 
in the agricultural sector. Fertil-
izer production is, therefore, vital. 
In recent years, Pörner’s Advanced 
Energies department has modern-
ized one of Bangladesh’s six exist-
ing fertilizer factories.
